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Getting Ready for Districts?

Jackson High School and Jackson Memorial Middle School are the site of the 2012 OHSSL State Tournament. Head coach
and tournament host Leslie Muhlbach arranged with the superintendent that there would be no school on Friday, March 2;
therefore, the Opening Ceremony will begin at 10:00 a.m. at Jackson HS. The high school will host policy debate and the
Individual Events. Jackson Memorial Middle School will host PF, LD, and Congress. Coaches will be responsible for trans-
porting their students and judges between the high school and the middle school. Registration on Thursday night (March 1)
will begin at 7:00 p.m. at the Shady Hollow Country Club. The complete time schedule can be downloaded from
www.ohssl.org/StateTournament/TimeSchedule.

The Class of 2012 Hall of Fame inductees are Elaine Fippin of Our Lady of the ElIms HS and Tom Mosberger of GlenOak
HS (also coached at Sandy Valley HS). The induction will take place at Friday’s Opening Ceremony. The OHSSL Hall of
Fame was chartered thirty years ago.

Member schools must compete at the District Tournaments to qualify students for State Tournament in the Individual Events,
Lincoln Douglas, Public Forum and Policy debate. Student Congress (also known as Congressional Debate) does not compete
at the District Tournament. All member schools are invited to bring up to three students to compete in Student Congress at the
State Tournament. If those students compete in another category at District, they must indicate on a form signed by parents
that they will decline any qualification in that category because they want to compete at State in Congress. The District Chairs
have already sent information to coaches regarding registration procedures, fees, and deadlines.

Coaches should remember the following items when preparing for District Tournament:
1.) Coaches can register up to four entries in each category with a maximum of 39 slots. Students can only compete in one
category each — no double-entries.
2.) There is now a seeding option for District Tournament, if Districts want to seed. Each District must send its seeding plan to
the League Office. The District Chairs will inform the coaches if seeding will happen at their tournament.
3.) Electronic devices may be used to store and retrieve information in the preparation room in IX and USX. Extempers must
provide their own power sources; don’t count on using electrical outlets in the prep room. A reminder that debaters and
Congresspersons have already been using electronic devices to store and retrieve information and to time speaking periods;
NO contestant (or judges, for that matter) may access the Internet during a round of competition.
4.) In extemp, “the speaker must answer the exact question as written on the printed slip submitted to the judge.”
5.) In DUO, HI and DI, material “must come from a published source (a single ISBN number, web address, DVD, recording,
etc.) Contestants must identify the author and source of the selection.” This does not have to be a printed source; however, if
the student’s presentation is challenged or protested, the coach must be able within 30 minutes to provide the source for the
script and the means to view or listen to the script. This is explained on page 21 of the Competitive Events Manual found on
the web site under OHSSL Constitution.
6.) The Original Oratory script must be turned in to the District Committee; the bibliography has the sources numbered, and
the number of each source must be included in the script wherever there are quotations, stats, etc. taken from that source.
These manuscripts will be sent on to the League Office for all OO qualifiers to State Tournament. Coaches can download the
OO cover sheets from the web site under State Tournament>Important Forms.
7) The Prose Poetry manuscript is not turned in to the District Committee; however, the student/coach must prepare the cover
sheet for Prose Poetry and turn it in to the District Committee. This will be sent to the League Office for PP qualifiers. It is on
State Tournament>Important Forms page. However, if the student’s manuscript is challenged or protested, the coach must
present to the District Committee within thirty minutes the complete manuscript and the sources from which the cuttings were
taken.

The 2013 State Tournament
will be in Youngstown District in two of three schools: Canfield, Boardman, and South Range.

E. Lyle moved to have a booth at the 2012 OSBA Trade Show; Nick seconded the motion; motion passed (roll call vote #4).

F. Linda has a meeting with our CPA to get the taxes filed.

III. Lyle moved and Thom seconded to accept the Financial Secretary’s Report of the first quarter budget for 2011-2012. Motion
approved (roll call #5).

Congress Legislation Concerns

There’s been some concern expressed this year over two issues with Congress legislation: the content of the
legislation and potential plagiarism. Some coaches and students have felt that the content/subject matter of the
legislation has been “less-than-serious” and not worthy of Congress competition. There is some evidence
that students have used previously-written legislation from other schools or other years and claimed it as their
own.

It is the nature of Congress that some amount of “natural policing” of legislation occurs. In other words, if
students feel that legislation is not worthy of being debated, that legislation will be placed at the bottom of the
docket and probably never be debated. Having said that, though, it should also be said that coaches have the
right and the responsibility to filter legislation in order to present debate-worthy content/subject matter. If a
coach doesn’t think a piece of legislation should be on the docket, the coach should not send it to the Congress
Chair to put on the State Docket.

8.) Cross-X in both US and International Extemp will be conducted in the final round at State Tournament, and it will
be a three-minute back-and-forth period — i.e. more than one question will be asked and answered during the time
limit.

9.) District Committees only need to send six (6) pieces of legislation, rather than ten (10) for State Tournament.
The legislation can be national or state in scope.

The League Office has also sold stopwatches with the OHSSL logo the last three years. There are a few left if
coaches want to purchase them before District Tournament for $5.00 each, plus postage. More stopwatches have been
ordered. Coaches and students will be able to purchase them at the State Tournament.

The six District Congress representatives who receive the legislation and prepare it to send on to the Congress
Chairman also have the right and responsibility to filter the legislation — either for content or for the format. Students
are to use the NFL template in formatting their legislation. When the Chairman prepares the different pieces of
legislation into one document to upload the docket to the web site, he has much less trouble if all legislation is created
using the NFL template.

Students may submit previously-prepared legislation from other schools or other years; however, proper credit
should be given to those schools without trying to claim personal authorship.

Congress students should also realize that they may debate legislation both national or state-wide in scope at local
practice tournaments and at the OHSSL State Tournament.
